EXPERIENCE OF EMPIRE: 18TH C. AMERICA

Colonial Americans in the 18th century were aware of living on the edge of a great and growing empire. Even as American society became more diverse, England exerted a more dominant political, economic and cultural force. Ironically, the colonists also started to think of themselves as American.

Look at the Outline on page 93, bottom right. Note how the PEARS themes are used.

FYI - John Peter Zenger (1734) Freedom of Press – NY publisher. Court ruled that criticism of the government is not libelous if the criticism is factually true. Therefore, the colonists changed the law. GB see the law as the expression of earthly sovereign while the Americans see the law as a reflection of natural rights.
