NATION BUILDING AND NATIONALISM
SUMMARY: After the War of 1812, the USA emerged as a nation of great potential wealth and power. New western lands were opened to white settlement, a water transportation "revolution" took place, a national market economy emerged, an active judiciary handed down key decisions, an isolationist foreign policy was designed and a sense of nationalism, not sectionalism, prevailed during this "Era of Good Feeling."

Monroe as President

When the President is weak, others will attempt to exert their power. Sometimes it is the Secretary of State, of Congress, or the Supreme Court. Power fluctuates depending on the circumstance. Monroe is a weak president so notice who steps up A, B and C.

Key: The Compromise of 1820 stated that Congress had the authority to ban slavery in federal territories. Indeed, the practice of slavery was forbidden north of 36/30….until 1854.
